GLOSSARY of DEFINITIONS

These definitions are intended to assist the reader in understanding acronyms or terms with special meaning within the context of this comprehensive plan. They are intended to supplement definitions found in related and applicable state laws. If any conflict may be found between these definitions and the laws of the State of Washington, state law shall govern.

	Absorption
	The rate or amount of increase in occupied commercial or industrial space or residential dwelling units that occurs in a given market area over a specified period of time.

	Accessory Dwelling Unit
	A separate, complete dwelling unit that is attached to or contained within the structure of a primary dwelling, or contained within a separate structure that is accessory to the primary dwelling unit on the premises.

	Affordable Housing
	Housing whose cost (including utility costs) does not exceed thirty (30%) percent of the gross family income of a family that earns not more than eighty (80%) of the area's median income.

	Anadromous Fish
	Fish which migrate up rivers and creeks from the sea to breed in fresh water.

	Annexation
	The act or process of adding to or incorporating an area into a city's jurisdiction.

	Arterial
	A major street carrying the traffic of local and collector streets to and from freeways and other major streets. Arterials typically have traffic signals at intersections, and they may also have limits on driveway spacing and access, and street intersection spacing.

	Average Daily Traffic
	The weighted 24-hour total of all weekday vehicle trips to and from a site.

	BPA
	Bonneville Power Administration

	Basin
	A drainage area that flows to a river, or directly to the ocean.

	Best Management Practice
	Physical, structural, and/or managerial practices that, when used singly or in combination, prevent or reduce water pollution (as defined by the Washington State Department of Ecology).

	Buildout
	The hypothetical development of all parcels of land to the maximum extent and density allowed under current zoning and development regulations.

	Central Business District

	Community Development Block Grant
	Community Development Block Grant

	CFH
	Cubic Feet Per Hour

	CFP
	Capital Facilities Plan

	CIC
	Chehalis Industrial Commission

	Capital Improvement Program

	Structures, improvements, equipment, or other major assets, including land, that are used for public purposes and funded through the city's Capital Facilities Plan

	Cluster Development
	A residential development subdivided in a way that reduces the size of individual lots in order to create or retain permanent open space.

	Collector
	A street for traffic moving between major or arterial streets and local streets. Collectors generally provide direct access to properties, although limits may be placed on driveway spacing.

	Comprehensive Plan
	A document that consists of maps and text that describes an inventory of community assets, an analysis that evaluates the condition and capacity of those assets, and the goals, policies, and implementation strategies that will guide future actions for a specified period of time. In Washington, the required content of a comprehensive plan is set forth in RCW 36.70, 36.70A, 36.70B, and 36.70C.

	Concurrency
	The construction for public use or benefit of an improvement that is needed as the result of a specific development project, at or within six (6) years of the time that the development project is placed in use.


	Countywide Planning Policies
	Policies prepared by counties acting in their capacity as regional governments, that will act as a framework within which local plans may be drafted and implemented. Countywide Planning Policies are required by the Growth Management Act.

	Critical Areas
	Wetlands, floodways, sensitive fish and wildlife habitat areas, recharge areas for groundwater aquifers, and geologically hazardous areas such as landslide areas, earthquake fault zones, and steep slopes.

	Draft Environmental Impact Statement

	DNR
	Department of Natural Resources

	Department of Ecology

	Density, population
	The number of people per unit measure (usually, per acre or per square mile).

	Density, residential
	The number of dwelling units per unit measure (usually, per acre).

	Developable land
	Land that is suitable as a location for structures because it is free of hazards (flood, fire, geological, etc.), has access to services such as water, sewer, storm drainage, and transportation, and will not disrupt or adversely affect natural resource areas.

	Drainage Basin
	A sub-unit of a watershed that is defined by hydrology and topography; an area that drains to a common outlet or an identifiable water body, such as a creek, wetland, river, or stream.

	Duplex
	A single building consisting of two separate, complete dwelling units.

	Dwelling Unit
	A structure or portion of a structure that provides shelter for one household.

	Emergency Medical Services

	Equivalent Residential Unit

	Element
	A component or chapter within a comprehensive plan. Required elements under GMA include Land Use, Housing, Transportation, Utilities, Capital Facilities, and (for counties only) Rural.

	Erosion
	The detachment of soil or rock fragments by water, wind, ice, or gravity.

	FIRM
	Flood Insurance Rate Map

	Family Wage Jobs
	In general, jobs that pay wages sufficient to support a family. In many areas, family wage jobs are defined as jobs that pay a wage or salary of at least eighty (80%) percent of the average annual wage within the area.

	Flood Hazard Area
	A lowland or a relatively flat area adjoining inland or coastal waters that is subject to a one (1%) percent or greater chance of flooding in any given year.

	Flood Plain
	see Flood Hazard Area.

	GMA
	The Growth Management Act; RCW 36.70 et seq.

	GPM
	Gallons Per Minute

	Groundwater

Group Home
	Water located within the pores between soil particles.

A dwelling licensed by the State of Washington where unrelated individuals live and receive care or supervision.

	Growth Management Act
	The bill passed by the Washington State Legislature in 1990 (with subsequent amendments), requiring cities and counties in areas experiencing high levels of growth to prepare, adopt, and implement comprehensive plans and supporting development regulations.

	HUD
	The United States Department of Housing and Urban Development

	Habitat
	The environment(s) in which an organism normally lives or occurs. Habitat components typically include food, water, cover, range, and connectivity.

	Household
	All persons living in a dwelling unit, whether or not they are related.

	Hydrology
	The properties, distribution, discharge, recharge, and movement of surface and sub-surface water.

	Infiltration and Inflow

	IAC
	The Interagency Committee for Outdoor Recreation

	IDD
	Industrial Development District

	ISTEA
	The Intermodal Surface Transportation Efficiency Act

	IUGA
	Interim Urban Growth Area

	Interim Urban Growth Boundary

	Impact Fee
	A fee levied on a developer or builder of a project by a city, county, or special purpose district as compensation for the expected effects of the development.

	Impervious
	A surface that cannot be easily penetrated by water.

	Implementation Measure
	An action, procedure, program, project, or technique that carries out a comprehensive plan policy.

	Incorporated Areas
	Those areas that exist within a city's jurisdiction.

	Infill
	Development or redevelopment on small properties or small groups of properties within existing built-up areas.

	Infrastructure
	The physical systems and services that support people and development, such as streets and highways, transit services, water, wastewater, and stormwater systems.

	Intakes
	End points where water is drawn up into a pipe.

	Lewis County Planned Growth Committee

	LCPTBA
	Lewis County Public Transportation Benefit Area

	LCPUD
	Lewis County Public Utility District

	LOS
	Level of Service

	Landslide Hazard Area
	An area with a combination of slopes steeper than a fifteen (15%) percent grade, impermeable soils, and groundwater seepage. Also included are areas with a history of rapid stream incision, stream bank erosion, or undercutting by wave action, as well as areas with a geologic history of landslide susceptibility.

	Land Use Map, Future
	The official map for the comprehensive plan that designates the general location and extent of future uses of land for housing, commerce, industry, open space, public facilities, and other land uses as required by the Growth Management Act.

	Level of Service
	A method of defining and measuring the quality of a specific service provided to the public by a government, agency, or company; an established minimum capacity for public facilities or services to be provided per unit demand (or other appropriate and definable measure of need). 

	Level of Service, Transportation
	A qualitative measure, graded from A through F, that describes the operational conditions of a local or regional transportation system.

	MGD
	Million Gallons Per Day


	Manufactured Housing
	A factory-built structure intended solely for human habitation, installed on a permanent foundation with running gear removed from the premises, and located on an individual building site. Manufactured housing shall be built in conformance with the National Manufactured Home Construction and Safety Standards Act (42U.S.C. Sec. 5401).

	Median Income
	The income level that divides income distribution into two equal numerical groups. 

	Minerals
	Gravel, sand, and valuable metallic substances.

	Mixed Use
	A development in one or more buildings, located on one or more contiguous parcels of land, that combines at least two uses including residential, retail commercial, and office. The inclusion of open space or a mixture of residential densities or housing types, while such inclusion may be desirable, does not constitute a mixed use development.

	Mobile Home
	A factory-built and assembled structure not greater than twelve (12) feet in width, intended solely for human habitation, and equipped with the necessary service connections and made so as to be readily moveable as a unit on its own running gear.

	Mobile Home Park
	An undivided tract of land designed and maintained under a single ownership of unified control where two or more spaces or pads are provided solely for the placement of mobile or manufactured homes for residential purposes. A mobile home park shall not include a recreational vehicle park.

	Multi-family
	A structure that contains three or more dwelling units.

	NFIP
	The National Flood Insurance Program.

	NPDES
	National Pollution Discharge Elimination System

	OFM
	The State of Washington Office of Financial Management

	Open Space
	An area or tract of land that is unimproved, except for uses accessory to passive recreation uses such as small parking areas, benches, picnic areas, toilet facilities, or similar improvements; or except for improvements such as power lines or underground pipes that do not impede the movement of wildlife.

	Open Space Corridor
	A continuous area of unimproved land configured in a linear fashion that promotes the movement of wildlife. Open space corridors may include rivers and streams, power line easements, abandoned rail corridors, or similar areas.

	Pacific Power & Light

	Puget Sound Energy

	PUD
	Public Utility District. In another context, PUD may instead mean 'Planned Unit Development.'

	PWTF
	Public Works Trust Fund

	Park-and-Ride
	A facility or system in which commuters individually drive to a common location, park their vehicles, and continue to travel to their final destination using public transit.

	Per-Capita Income
	The income computed for every man, woman, and child in a particular group. The figure is derived by dividing the total income of the group by the total population of the group.

	Planned Unit Development
	A designation usually found in a zoning or development regulation that permits greater flexibility than usually allowed in a traditional subdivision. The greater flexibility may permit greater densities or intensities of uses or relaxed restrictions on building heights or setbacks, in exchange for improved public amenities, efforts to protect unique land characteristics, or special design features.

	Point-Source Pollution
	Pollution that enters any surface or ground water from an identifiable source such as a pipe.

	Public Facilities
	Streets, roads, highways, sidewalks, street lighting systems, traffic signals, public water, wastewater, and stormwater systems, parks, recreational facilities, schools, and other facilities provided for public use or benefit.

	Public Services
	Law enforcement, fire protection and suppression, public health, education, recreation, environmental protection, and other governmental services.

	State Environmental Policy Act

	Shoreline Master Program

	Southwest Air Pollution Control Agency

	Screen Line
	An imaginary reference line that cuts across two or more roadways, used to gauge the quality of total traffic movement within an area.

	Single Family, Attached
	A fully-contained dwelling unit sharing one or more common walls with another dwelling unit, having separate access or egress directly to the outdoors, and not sharing other amenities with its common neighbors.

	Single-Family, Detached
	A dwelling unit that is not attached to another dwelling unit by any means.


	Special Needs Housing
	Shelter designed and intended for an individual or family who also requires supportive social services in order to live independently or semi-independently. Special needs housing may be temporary (emergency or transitional) or permanent, depending on the need.

	TDM
	Transportation Demand Management

	TIP
	Transportation Improvement Program

	Transportation Demand Management
	A strategy to reduce the number of automobile trips, especially involving single-occupant vehicles, by changing travel behavior.

	Tributary
	A water channel that drains to a major stream or lake.

	Truck Route
	A roadway, usually a highway or major arterial, identified by a government as an appropriate route for heavy commercial vehicle transport.

	Two-Family
	Two dwelling units attached to one another; a duplex.

	UBC
	Uniform Building Code

	UGA
	Urban Growth Area(s).

	UGB
	Urban Growth Boundary

	USACE
	The U.S. Army Corps of Engineers

	USFWS
	The U.S. Fish & Wildlife Service

	Unincorporated Area
	Any area within Lewis County located outside a city boundary.

	Urban Growth
	Residential, commercial, or industrial growth that makes intensive use of the land for the location of buildings, structures, and impermeable surfaces to such a degree as to be incompatible with the primary use of such land for the production of food, other vegetable products, or fiber, or the extraction of mineral resources.

	Utility Corridor
	A linear strip of land without definite width that contains or is intended to contain one or more utility transmission or transportation facilities.

	VPD
	Vehicles Per Day.

	Visioning
	A process of citizen involvement that results in a collaborative statement that reflects the values and ideals to which the community aspires.

	WNG
	Washington Natural Gas

	Watershed
	The region drained by or contributing water to a stream, river, lake, or other water body.
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
