	Required Mitigation Measures

· Project specific air quality impacts should be dealt with at project review with analysis of new development/permits for uses that involve exhaust and discharges. These permits would be issues by SWAPCA or DOE and coordinated with the city.

· Develop a policy that provides guidance for cleansing of water discharges (from point and non-point sources), consistent with the GMA requirements of the Land Use element.

· Erosion control measures will be strictly enforced for new developments where soil is highly susceptible to erosion.

Recommended Mitigation Measures

· Continue to examine alternative to structural solutions for flood hazard prevention. Consider minimal interference of the natural system with the examination of flood prevention solutions.

· Utilize open space and PUD regulations as a residential clustering mechanism to retain wildlife corridors along the rivers and creeks and to connect open space.

· Develop a policy to strengthen the relationship between the land use map and the open space corridor and critical areas map. For example, development regulation could be amended to retain connected habitat (avoid small habitat patches unconnected to any other habitat type) and promote incentives for creating linked open space.

· During development review, track the acreage of wetlands on development projects and approved changes (e.g., fill, buffer reduction, wetland enhancement, wetlands created) as part of a growth monitoring program.

· Use native vegetation species, particularly around any recreation, or park or other public facilities. The city should explore methods of retention of native wetland vegetation.


	Implementation Measures

· Revise the city’s existing development regulations to include and address;

1. Local water quality treatment (e.g., wetponds, biofiltration swales) or project stormwater runoff,

2. Methods for regional water quality treatment for areas of the city not containing stormwater cleansing,

3. Strict enforcement of erosion control measures for new development where soils are highly susceptible to erosion.

· Consider wetland information (acres identified, lost and enhanced) as part of a land use monitoring program that would be collected from development application information.
· Continue participation in the Chehalis Flood Hazard Reduction project to evaluate affordable solutions to flood hazard reduction.

· During development review, use clustering mechanisms and PUD regulations to preserve open space consistent with the open space corridor map.

· Provide guidelines for development within land areas identified on the open space corridor map.

· Include wetland data in the growth monitoring program.

· Amend the landscape code to include predominant use of native vegetation species at parks, recreation and public facilities. Explore methods of retaining native wetland vegetation during development.

	Required Mitigation Measures

· Monitor the use of vacant or redeveloped land to match the demand and supply. Establish a process that will be triggered when the land supply becomes inadequate so that the annexation of land within the IUGA would be considered in a timely and orderly fashion to meet projections. Use monitoring to assure that new development is meeting the planned densities and concurrent facilities.

· Amend the Land Use element or Natural Environment element to include policies for the quality and quantity of groundwater, and protection of ground and surface water from non-point pollution, as required by the GMA.
Recommended Mitigation Measures

· Consider adding goals or policies related to:

1. Multiple categories of industrial land use;

2. Supporting multifamily areas to develop to the planned density; 

3. Protection of cultural resources, if applicable; and

4. Use of SEPA to evaluate impacts of new development on or adjacent to historic buildings.

· Consider incentives that would avoid development in the floodplain as preferred over construction with flood protection and diversion measures. Provide more definition of land use activities allowed within the floodplain. 


	Implementation Measures

· Revise the Development Code to :

1. Refine residential planned unit development to allow clustering;

2. Remove the planned unit development as a separate zone and identify a specific zone that corresponds with the comprehensive plan and zoning; 

3. Amend subdivision regulations that allow lot averaging; and

4. Provide office/mixed use zoning regulations for transition to residential areas.

· Use Subarea studies to define the economic development strategy and focus on specific actions to bring new business to Chehalis. Add appropriate amendments to the comprehensive plan.

· Prepare an interlocal agreement with Lewis County for the IUGA areas of mutual interest. Include provisions to coordinate new development within the IUGA areas. 

· Include policies in an update to the Land Use element. 
· Evaluate what incentives could be included in development regulations to encourage development outside the floodplain.

	Required Mitigation Measures

· Identify in the Housing element whether there is sufficient land for special needs and affordable housing, once such a goal has been established by Lewis County.

Recommended Mitigation Measures

· Develop a program to monitor the construction and maintenance of adequate affordable housing within the city.

· Coordinate with Lewis County to ensure that development patterns allowed in the IUGA are consistent with the housing goals of the city’s comprehensive plan.


	Implementation Measures

· Develop specific criteria to guide revisions to development regulations to assure that adequate residential land would provide a wide variety of housing types and densities. Include development densities that support the efficient use of urban land.

· Include affordable housing data in the growth monitoring program.

· Include development coordination in the Interlocal Agreement with Lewis County.

	Required Mitigation Measures
· Prepare an annual update to the transportation improvement plan as part of the Capital Facilities element.

Recommended Mitigation Measures
· Coordinate the implementation of regional transportation improvements as part of the Lewis County Comprehensive Plan Transportation element.

· Coordinate with the Port of Chehalis on the implementation of the proposed road, rail-spur, sidewalk and trail extensions and the addition of transit stops within the Port’s IDD.

· Work with Twin Transit to explore implementation of transit supporting options in new residential development, and to encourage additional service to Chehalis.

· Revise city subdivision standards to include bus turnouts along collector roads, where appropriate.

· Initiate planning with Twin Transit for a park-and-ride facility.

· The implementation of transportation control measures such as the transportation demand management may provide a means to mitigate future development to minimize air quality impacts from traffic.

· Evaluate whether to establish a system of local impact or other mitigation fees. The fees could assess new land developments for fair-share costs required to improve the local vehicular, transit, and pedestrian/bicycle route system to accommodate the project’s associated requirements and impacts.


	Implementation Measures

· Monitor the traffic volumes for unexpected growth and road conditions for unanticipated wear. Report trends to City Council. 

· Prepare Road standards to:

1. Minimize paving widths of residential local and collector streets;

2. Ensure urban street and road standards that are consistent with WSDOT;

3. Support the inclusion of transit stops, bike routes and pedestrian sidewalks.

· Evaluate transportation impact or mitigation fees and their effect on new development.
· Review Lewis County Transportation element and provide comments to Lewis County. Continue to monitor annual updates

· Coordination with the Port would occur during city development review.

· Establish a committee of the Planning Commission to make recommendations for transit supporting options for the development code revisions. Include the evaluation of transportation demand management measures.

· Study the need and means to implement an impact or mitigation fee program for the fair-share costs of new development.

· Establish the conditional use process for the siting of essential public facilities.

Recommended Mitigation Measures

· Initiate planning for capacity expansion (for planned growth) to the sewage treatment plan in addition to the efforts to address the NPDES permit.

· Revise the wastewater services area boundary to reflect the IUGA Planning area.

· Coordinate with the utility service providers generally on an annual basis to identify potential and pending projects that would require utility services, to identify potential locations for future utility expansions and to serve any unserved portions of the IUGA.

· Provide a map of electrical facilities (BPA lines, PUD substations, electrical generation plan), natural gas facilities (pipeline gate stations) and telecommunication facilities (telephone switching stations, cells sites) within the city and IUGA.
	Implementation Measures

· Establish a conditional use process for review of essential public facilities.

· Establish an ongoing program to monitor demand for sewage services and sewage system capacity.

· Amend the Wastewater services boundary in the comprehensive plan and Wastewater Master Plan.

· Share the annual monitoring data with the utility service providers. Establish an annual meeting to discuss future utility expansions.

· Prepare a non-city operated utility map for the Utilities element.

· Annually update the Capital Facilities element to identify needed city capital facilities in conformance with the comprehensive plan.

Recommended Mitigation Measures
· Identify, as available, the general location of future public parks and schools.

· Evaluate the establishment of impact fees or other mitigation measures to offset increased capital costs for police, fire/EMS protection, municipal administration and parks.

· Include the Port of Chehalis park and trail amenities on the list of existing facilities in CF-1.


	Implementation Measures

· Complete a concurrency management ordinance to include concurrency for water, wastewater, storm drainage, and transportation.

· Add identified future facilities to the Capital Facilities element maps during the annual update.

· Study the need and means to implement an impact or mitigation fee program for the fair share capital costs of new development on police, fire, parks and city administration.
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
